An After-Hours Inspection Fee is charged for an inspection conducted after normal working hours.  The fee is $100 per hour with no minimum.

An After-Hours Medical Gas Inspection has a $600 flat fee plus overtime cost.

A Temporary Certificate of Occupancy has a $750 fee with a $500 refund if the permanent CO is issued within 30 days of the Temporary CO issuance.

A Re-Inspection Fee of $65 per inspection will be charged for a scheduled inspection or re-inspection where the work is not complete, where corrections from prior inspections have not been made, or if the site is not accessible for inspection.

	Work Requiring Permits

The City of Austin requires a permit for any person, firm, or corporation to erect, construct, enlarge, alter, repair, improve, remove, convert,[image: image1.png]


 move, or demolish any building or structure within the City’s zoning jurisdiction or in a Municipal Utility District (MUD), if the consent agreement between the MUD and the City requires issuance of a permit prior to construction.  Generally, this includes MUDs approved after 1982 – the Maple Run MUD and all post-Maple Run MUDs.

Unless specifically exempted by the City Code, permits are required for electrical, mechanical, and plumbing work within the City’s zoning jurisdiction; in MUDs (as described above); or for electrical and plumbing work in other areas outside the City’s zoning jurisdiction where City utilities are provided.

A separate permit is required for each building or structure where work occurs.

NOTE: Non-structural repairs to a residence do not require a permit.

Expiration and

Revocation of Permits
All permitted building work must begin within 180 days from the date of the permit issuance.  A permit will expire by limitation and become null and void if the work is not begun within, or is suspended or abandoned for 180 days.  If a permit expires by limitation, a new permit must be obtained to continue any work.

The Building Official may suspend or revoke a permit whenever one is issued in error or on the basis of false information, or is in violation of any ordinance, regulation, or code.
