Dear Battle Bend Springs (BBS) Homeowner, Renter, or Current Resident.

The Battle Bend Springs Homeowners’ Association (BBSHOA) is a 501c3 (nonprofit) association with a mission to protect our common interests and property values and make our neighborhood a better place to live.

The Board of Directors (BOD) manages compliance ordinances and listens to concerns of neighbors. The board also informs residents of local news, development and events to keep members abreast of growth and changes within our area and community.

The purpose of this letter is to inform and educate our neighbors of the City of Austin codes that guide BBS and our city. Along with City Ordinances, BBS has a series of deed restrictions that can be found in writing in the 2008 Directory on pages 18 – 24. Both the deed restrictions and city ordinances, and codes are put in place to ensure health & safety and the well being of our community. The HOA as well as residents within BBS monitor these rules and we listen to complaints and concerns as they surface. But please remember, the first step you should always take is to talk directly with your neighbors, expressing your own concerns. The BOD is here to help facilitate conversation, but what we ultimately want to see happen is neighbors talking to neighbors. This is a tool and only for a last resort. Again, the very first action that should be taken is compliance with COA codes and communication amongst neighbors.  

When a concern or issue arises and is brought to the Board of Directors, a letter will be delivered to the residence where the matter requires attention. With the best interest of the neighborhood in mind, this letter will identify the concern, then ask the resident to perform what is necessary to rectify the problem. Should the resident need assistance, they can contact the BOD with a written request for attention. The board will respond in a timely manner.

Following are the steps we will take to ensure our neighborhood is safe, clean, and a great place to live:

· First notice requires immediate attention.

· Second notice is a reminder and a warning to give attention to the concern.

· Third notice will notify resident of action taken with City of Austin to order compliance.

The BBSHOA welcomes all homeowners to become active members through annual membership and participating in the welfare of our community through input and cooperation. If you are not a current member, we hope you will join us this year with a payment of only $20.00. This membership provides you with an Association Directory, monthly newsletter about issues, meetings, events, and opportunities to participate in neighborhood social gatherings,

We are so glad to have you as a part of our neighborhood and thank you for your cooperation with the BBSHOA to preserve the beauty and wellbeing of our community. BBS-HOA-BOD.
